2023 Flower Trial Garden

Purpose

The flower trial garden evaluates the performance of flower varieties under our unique Rocky
Mountain environmental conditions. Our growing conditions are characterized by high altitude
(~5,000 ft.), intense solar radiation, drying winds, severe hailstorms, large fluctuations between day
and night temperatures, season-long need for irrigation and heavy clay soils. Plants are evaluated based
on plant vigor, uniformity, floriferousness and tolerance to environmental and biotic stresses. Variety
performances are judged by selected students, faculty, industry representatives, public horticulturalists,
and advanced Master Gardeners.

We had 25 companies participate in our 29" annual, industry-supported, plant trials. The garden was
planted with approximately 1,000 different plant varieties this year. Plants are grown in either full sun
or under a shade structure that provides about 60 to 70% shade. The plant companies indicate where
they would like their varieties grown; in a ground bed, a container, or in both situations. For each
ground trial entry, the goal is to plant 2 parallel rows with 9 plants per row for a maximum of 18
plants. Each 20” container is planted with 5 plants. A combination (combo) container is planted with
3 combo plugs with 3 plants in each plug. There were 485 varieties planted in sun beds, 50 varieties
planted in shade beds, 523 varieties planted in sun containers, and 100 varieties planted in shade
containers.

2023 CULTURAL DATA

Growing

All seeds were sent to Blooma Farms Greenhouse and Kiyota Greenhouse, Inc in January and
February 2023 for germination and growing-on in their greenhouses into cell packs or 50-cell trays.
All varieties of the same genus were sent to one location. Seed varieties from these two companies
were received on June 9" and 19" and planted in the garden starting on June 12" and 20™. All
vegetative varieties were received as plugs and transplanted into 4.5” pots shortly after arriving at
Colorado State University from late March to mid-April.

Fertilization in Greenhouses’

Dosatron® fertilizer injectors rated at 7 GPM were used in the greenhouses to fertilize plants each day
they were watered, with the exception that every weekend they were watered with clear water.
GreenCare and Harrell’'s 14-4-14 water soluble fertilizer was used. Plants were grown in the
greenhouses at the CSU Horticulture Center and fertilized at a rate of 200 ppm N.

Chemicals Used in Greenhouses

A Banrot® drench (6 0z/gallon) was applied to all vegetative plugs immediately after arrival and prior
to transplanting as a preventative fungicide treatment.

There were minor pest issues this spring in the greenhouse. Dominion (imadacloprid) was applied on
May 15" for aphids. Flagship 25WG (thiamethoxam) was applied as a treatment for aphids on May
23 and again on June 21°.

Soil Amendments and Preparation

All beds were raked clean of old mulch, planting material and weeds prior to planting. Where
necessary, RoundUp (glyphosate) was sprayed on weeds. Prior to planting, some Grower’s Mix media
from Organix Supply Inc. was added to sun beds where media was low. The beds were roto-tilled to
a depth of 8” which helped incorporate the new media. After tilling, the beds were crowned for better
drainage and raked smooth. For containers, all the containers were replaced in spring 2022, Organix
Grower’s Mix media was used to fill the entire container and an updated soil analysis follows. Banrot
(" teaspoon/pot) was sprinkled over the soil and watered in.

Containers
There were extra containers located in the sun near the University Center for the Arts which were
filled with AAS trial plants, or some companies requested part-shade or multiple sun exposures using
more containers in 2023. Three extra shade containers were planted with Achimenes as a part of Dr.
Miller’s research.

Watering Schedule

Plants were watered on an “as needed” basis during greenhouse production. All plants were
thoroughly hand watered after being planted in the garden or in the container. Subsequently, over the
growing season, container trials were irrigated three times a day (depending on rain), every day, for
about the first two weeks after planting and then twice a day after that. Each container has 2 drip
emitters positioned towards the center that are rated at 1 GPH. All sun containers were irrigated for
60 minutes per cycle and the shade containers ran for 30 minutes per cycle. Beds are zoned according
to weekly water-use requirements of 0.5”, 1.0” and 1.5” of water per week. Irrigation was applied 2
to 3 times a week for varying amounts of time (depending on the rate) starting around July 12. Due
to increased rain events this summer, the irrigation was sometimes decreased depending on how much
water the individual beds needed.

Fertilization in Garden

All beds were top-dressed with Pro Rich Fertilizer (14-5-5) at the rate of 1 pound N per 1000 square
feet prior to planting. Prior to planting, Osmocote (14-14-14) was applied to all sun beds at the rate
of 6.4 grams/sq. ft. (suggested medium rate on label) or approximately 160 grams/variety. Osmocote
(14-14-14) was applied to the shade beds at a rate of 3.2 grams/sq. ft. or approximately 80
grams/vatiety.

Pre-plant Osmocote (14-14-14) application was applied to all sun containers at a rate of 130 grams/ pot
and mixed into the media prior to planting. Post-plant Osmocote (14-14-14) application was applied
to all shade containers at a rate of 65 grams/pot. Greencare water soluble fertilizer (20-10-20) was
dispensed through a 100 GPM Dosatron twice a week at a rate of 200 ppm during the growing season.
A transition to Harrell’s water-soluble fertilizer (14-4-14) was dispensed after 7/14. Supplemental
chelated iron (Ferrilene 6%) was added to Calibrachoa containers on 7/7 (2.27g/gallon).

RoundUp® was applied to all beds prior to tilling in the spring, as well as a spot treatment around the
containers. Otherwise, all weeding was done by hand throughout the season.

Pest Control in Garden
Two applications of Acelepryn® (chlorantraniliprole) were applied to marigolds, sunflowers and cuphea;
July 20™ and 27*-,

Disease Control in Garden

ZeroTol® was applied as a soil drench prior to planting, on May 17™. This was done as a preventative
measure against Xanthomonas. The annual garden has its own supplies and tools in order to reduce the
potential spread of disease from other sites.

RootShield” was applied to all sun beds on June 28" as a biological preventative fungicide treatment.
Mural® fungicide was applied to half the sun beds June 26™ and the other half July 6. Palladium® was
applied to all sun beds July 14™ and July 15" as a preventative fungicide treatment. Bayleton® was
applied on August 17" as a fungicide treatment on the petunias for Sckerotinia.

Data Collection Methods

Plant Size
Height and width measurements were taken twice during the growing season, July 12* and August
11™. This was done to get an indication for the average size of the plants and each variety’s growth
performance. For consistency in bed data collection, the third plant from the front of the right row
was measured; however, if that plant was noticeably smaller or larger than average on July 12" an
alternate plant was selected for measurement and the location was noted so the same plant would be
measured when the second measurements were taken. Measurements were taken at the highest and
widest parts of the plant, including any flowers. This may account for the decrease in height on some
varieties. For containers, measurements were taken at the highest and widest parts of overall growth.

Flowering Performance

Bloom period data for each variety has been taken since 2007. These data can provide insight and an
indication for how long the plants were in bloom and how well they bloomed during that time period.
Data were collected on a regular basis; every 7 to 14 days. Overall flowering data were based on a scale
of 1to 5, with 1 = plants not in bloom or have very few blooms and 5 = plants in full bloom or peak
bloom (typically the stage at which the average consumer perceives the plant as being in perfect
bloom). One should take into consideration the broad range between these ratings when interpreting
these data. If a variety started at full bloom (5), it means it was already in full bloom in the greenhouse
before it was planted. All these data are presented in numerical fashion in this performance evaluation.
Near the end of the season, any dead plants in the trial were not considered in the evaluation: thus,
the data given always reflects the percent of live plants in bloom.

Evaluation
The trial evaluation day was held on August 8", 2023. There were 249 judges consisting of industry
representatives, master gardeners, university employees, and trial garden advisory committee members
evaluated the plant varieties for performance. Most provided evaluations using the digital format,
with less than 45 having used the paper evaluation forms. This was the 5™ year offering the digital
evaluation format.

Each evaluator provided an overall rating for each variety based of the scale of 1 to 5 (1 = very poor
performance; 5 = excellent performance). All the overall ratings were used to calculate the final
average rating for each variety in the trials. Participants were encouraged to provide comments and
other observations on the evaluation form.

The pre-populated comments evaluators could choose from included: Low vigor, Vigorous plant,
Few flowers, Many flowers, Uniform, Non-uniform, Unique color and Some chlorosis. using a
combination of these criteria:

Plant Quality:
Uniformity of plant habit
Bushy, well-branched shape versus open and leggy
Healthy foliage (deep green versus chlorotic, yellow leaves)
Foliage texture
Disease resistance

Flower Quality:
Flower power (number of flowers per plant, substance and holding power)
Flower presentation (i.e., not hidden by the foliage)
Color uniformity
Stable color (resistance to fading) and stable pattern (for bicolor)
Flower size and uniformity of flowers
Balance of color in a mixture

Overall Presentation:
Opverall “clean” look, versus visible spent blooms
Fragrant flowers and/or foliage
Good vigorous growth
Resistance to climatic stress
Novelty value of unique features
Overall consumer appeal

Selection of “Best Of” Winners and “Other Outstanding Plants”

Ratings from all evaluators on August 8" were averaged and the top five in each class were placed on
a preliminary list. A class was determined to be any group of plants in the same genus that consisted
of 10 or more trial entries. The “Best Of” award was given to classes who's top five list had ratings of
at least 4.0 and one of them could be considered superior. A subcommittee of university and industry
representatives revisited the garden on September 8" to review the top five list and verify the
superiority of the top-rated varieties later in the season and not just on August 8. A majority vote
was taken for each class to determine the final selections for winners. The “Best Of Show” was
determined from one of the winners in the other classes.

Best of Show — Dahlia Dahlegria™ Apricot Tricolor from Syngenta®
This entry holds the distinction of winning the “Best of Show” from both the industry and
public evaluations! This plant is stunning on many levels. Flowers are a stunning combination
of fruit stand colors such as apricot yellow, raspberry as well as magenta. The dark foliage
makes a beautiful plant even without the flowers but when combined it is truly fascinating.
Single petals and a pretty yellow eye are also a favorite of bees. It was bred for mildew
resistance.

Best New Variety — Stonehedge Rose Bronze Leaf from Benary®
Plants have excellent vigor, never look tired and keep looking better and better right up until
first frost. The large plants are very uniform with bright rose-colored flowers held high above
the foliage for maximum show. Stems were also noted to have a nice rosy hue that echoes
throughout the entire plant. The entire Stonehedge series was noted for superior performance
and the breeder states even more colors will be coming soon.

Best Novelty — Centaurea FanciFillers™ Chrome Fountain from Westhoff
Selected for great color and great foliage, this plant looks great all by itself or as a companion
plant. The rosettes of leaves provide a medium to coarse texture and an overall appearance
that always looks very fresh and crisp. As an additional bonus, it also heat and drought tolerant.
Grown mainly as a foliage plant, it may have late blooming flowers that have an interesting
appearance or may just be snipped off to maintain the uniform growth habit.

“Best Of....” Individual Classes

Best Angelonia - Aria Alta Red Raspberry from Dummen Orange
Dark glossy foliage made a great contrast with the red flowers. Plants are tall and upright which
are very attractive in the landscape. Flowering is prolific and long lasting so as not to require
any dead heading.

Best Begona (Rex type) - Spacestars Avior® from Beekenkamp Plants
Grown for it very exotic and shiny foliage, it will make a bold statement in shady areas with it
large, coarse canopy. It has exceptional vigor for a Rex type begonia.

Best Begonia (shade, seed) container - Megawatt™ Rose Bronze Leaf Improved from
PanAmerican Seed®
Abundant rose-colored flowers are self-cleaning resulting in low maintenance and a fresh
appearance all the way up until a killing frost. Plants have impressive vigor while maintaining
great uniformity. The foliage is attractive and has a very notable sheen in dappled sunlight.

Best Begona (sun), container - Stonehedge Rose Bronze Leaf from Benary
Plants have excellent vigor, never look tired and keep looking better and better right up until
first frost. The large plants are very uniform with bright rose-colored flowers held high above
the foliage for maximum show. Stems were also noted to have a nice rosy hue that echoes
throughout the entire plant. The entire Stonehedge series was noted for superior performance
and the breeder states even more colors will be coming soon.
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Best Begonia (sun), ground — Stonehedge Light Pink Bronze Leaf from Benary
Plants have excellent vigor, never look tired and keep looking better and better right up until
first frost. The large plants are very uniform with vibrant light pink flowers held high above
the foliage for maximum show. Stems were also noted to have a nice pink hue that pulls the
color through the entire plant.

Best Begonia (shade), ground — Dragon Wing® Red Bronze Leaf from PanAmerican

Seed®
The unique wing shaped foliage is a nice dark bronze and has a nice gloss in filtered sunlight.
Red flowers are numerous, and the color stands out well against the dark foliage. Flower power
is enhanced as blooms are held high above the canopy. Plants have a beautiful arching,
pendulous growth habit that was uniform and did well in relatively deep shade.

Best Begonia (vegetative) — BK Collection Vermillion Red® from Beekenkamp Plants
Impressive flower power with large clusters of striking red blooms stayed consistent all
throughout the season. Double petals created a very unique appearance. Overall, it was noted
for good flowering in the center of the pots and plants were uniform with strong stems.

Best Bracteantha - Granvia Pink from Suntory
Flowers were large with a great shade of pink and had long persistence. Plants were uniform
and were strong bloomers with no decline. It grew well in the ground but would also make a
terrific addition to a container.

Best Bidens - White Delight™ Improved from Danziger
White flowers were very prolific, and it made a large ball of white blooms when planted in a
container that was very showy. Plants had great vigor and uniformity which almost appeared
to be sheared. It did not open in the center and the crisp white blooms kept going through
the entire season.

Best Calibrachoa — Cha-Cha™ Yellow from Ball FloraPlant®
Bright yellow flowers covered the plants creating a beautiful container with uniform habit and
cascading blooms. The foliage is a nice dark green but not too visible amongst all the many
blooms.

Best Coleus — FlameThrower™ Sriracha from Ball FloraPlant®
This compact-to-medium coleus had good vigor while maintaining excellent uniformity. The
foliage had bold coloring of deep red and chartreuse edges that held its color in the intense
sunlight. The serrated leaf edges add to the unique appearance. No flowering was observed,
and it was a perfect foliage plant.

Best Combo — MixMasters™ Lucky Charm from Ball FloraPlant®
Noted for prolific flowering through the season, they were also combined with balanced plants
and dark green foliage that really made the colors “pop”. This combo was a mix from the
Lucky™ series which included Flame, Pot of Gold and Sunrise Rose.
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Best Dahlia — Dahlegria™ Apricot Tricolor from Syngenta®
This entry holds the distinction of winning the “Best of Show” from both the industry and
public evaluations! This plant is stunning on many levels. Flowers are a stunning combination
of fruit stand colors such as apricot yellow, raspberry as well as magenta. The dark foliage
makes a beautiful plant even without the flowers but when combined it is truly fascinating.
Single petals and a pretty yellow eye are also a favorite of bees. It was bred for mildew
resistance.

Best Geranium, container - Moxie!™ Hot Pink from Syngenta®
Large flower clusters had a vibrant hot pink color that really stood out against the dark green
foliage. Plants were well branched, vigorous and very floriferous for great flower power.

Best Geranium (interspecific) ground — Mantra™ Bright Red from Syngenta®
Velvety red flowers held their color under the intense sunlight and made a great combination
with the dark green foliage. The dark flower stems were an added feature in that the dead
heads tend to blend in and not require rigorous dead heading many other geraniums require.
Growth habit was very uniform and dense for a very neat overall appearance.

Best Geranium (zonal) ground - Galaxy™ Pink from Ball FloraPlant®
The Galaxy™ series filled out the top five vote getter in this category but the pink entry was
deemed the best. All in the series were noted for strong plants, uniformity and flowers that
were held above the foliage. The pink entry also seemed to do well even in partial shade.

Best Impatiens, ground - Impara® XDR White from Syngenta®
Bright white flowers were prolific and would really help brighten up shady spots in the
landscape. Uniform plants had good vigor and were bred for resistance to downy mildew.
